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Make sure the “system summary by minute” option is checked
WPState.csv

Put the WPstate.csv in a location where your web site can access it. 

If your web site is hosted remotely by a third party, they may restrict the ability for your 
web site to automatically open or upload remote files, and if so, this method may not 
work.  This was my first plan, but I ended up doing the following: 

Username password ftp.mywebsite.com

Note: I ended up using a third party 
scheduler, since the Windows Scheduler kept choking for some reason.
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Get the data from the WPState.csv file and assign it to variables your web site can 
display.
